“Giving Looking Time” (Perk-
ings, 1994).  Provide students with 
dedicated time to look at art. 3-10 
minutes. Moves students past hasty 
thinking. Make a list to document.

Visual Thinking Strategies (VTS):
General Routine for looking at and 
talking about art.  1. What’s going 
on in this picture? 2. What do you 
see that makes you say that? 3. 
What more can we find?

Form+Theme+Context:  Advanced 
analysis worksheet for analyzing art 
with advanced students.

Venn Diagrams:  Use with children 
as young as 6 to begin scaffolding 
categorization, comparing and 
contrasting.

Reflective Statements: Exit Slips, 
Artist Statements.

Career and College Applications: 
resumes, cover letters, artist state-
ments.

Art History Papers, Projects.
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Art History Quizzes, Tests, Short 
Writing, Projects.

Career Exploration Research and 
Interviews, Project Proposals.

Artist Talks/Research/Presenta-
tions: artist-to-self, artist-to-artist, 
artist-to-world/culture connections.

Observational and Community 
Based Artworks: making works of 
art connected to local environment, 
community, personal context.
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
