Studio Structures and the Lesson Cycle
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Envision Activities: whole group,
small group, individual brainstorm-
ing and idea generation on board or
handouts, in sketchbooks.

Active Participation during
Demonstrations: call and response,
brain gym, Q&A, “correct-me”

Low Stakes Exploratory and
Discovery Play: flipped classroom
constructivist discovery play fol-
lowed by debrief and formalization
of learning.

Directed Technique and Conceptu-
al Skill Builders: samples, models,
thumbnails, sketchbook assignments
paired to specific demonstrations.

Early Stage Work: thumbnails
sketches, underpaintings, models,
in-progress work .

In-Progress Critiques: giving com-
pliments and suggestions, analyzing
and selecting suggestions to imple-
ment, making changes to work.

Create and Express: Finished Art-
work.

Analytic Rubrics using Studio
Habits of Mind--focuses on cogni-
tion regardless of the project--use
across assignments, or Unit specific
for a body of work.

“Am I finished yet?” Activities:
Checklists, exit slips, artist
statements and reflections, revisit-
ing the assignment sheet or objec-
tives.
